The Childwick Trust does not issue application forms but does provide the following guidelines for 
potential applicants. Applications are welcome from registered charities only and must fall within 
the ‘Objects’ of The Trust.

Our Objects are broad and many organizations and projects will fit within these categories. 
However, the overall focus is to ‘make payments for the benefit of charities within the United 
Kingdom for the promotion of health particularly for the relief of the disabled and the aged in 
need.’
